Immediately: soon as
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Acts 22:3-5
3“Tam a Jew, born in Tarsus in Cilicia, but brought up
in this city, educated at the feet of Gamaliel according
to the strict manner of the law of our fathers, being
zealous for God as all of you are this day. 4 I persecuted
this Way to the death, binding and delivering to prison
both men and women, 5 as the high priest and the
whole council of elders can bear me witness. From
them I received letters to the brothers, and I journeyed
toward Damascus to take those also who were there
and bring them in bonds to Jerusalem to be punished.
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Galatians 113-14
B For you have heard of my former life in Judaism, how
[ persecuted the church of God violently and tried to
destroy it. 4 And I was advancing in Judaism beyond
many of my own age among my people, so extremely
zealous was I for the traditions of my fathers.
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Romans 15:18-20
18 For I will not venture to speak of anything except
what Christ has accomplished through me to bring the
Gentiles to obedience—by word and deed, 9 by the
power of signs and wonders, by the power of the Spirit
of God—so that from Jerusalem and all the way around
to Illyricum I have fulfilled the ministry of the gospel
of Christ; 2° and thus I make it my ambition to preach
the gospel, not where Christ has already been named,
lest I build on someone else's foundation

23 Are they servants of Christ? I am a better one—I
am talking like a madman—with far greater labors,

far more imprisonments, with countless beatings,
and often near death. 24 Five times I received at the

25 Three
times I was beaten with rods. Once I was stoned.
Three times I was shipwrecked; a night and a day I
was adrift at sea;
