* The biblical concept of peace is larger than that and rests
heavily on the Hebrew root slm, which means "to be
complete" or "to be sound."

agitation, war, worry, unrest
* | suggest its root is fear

No one comes to me without being drawn (John 14:6)
The work of Salvation is based on the will of God not man’s
desire or intentions (John 1:13)

Fear lest not faithful in resting (Hebrews 4:1)

Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was against
us, which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing
it to his cross (Colossians 2:14)

Romans 5:1 Therefore, since we have been justified by
faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus

Christ.




B. The second is a place of works, born from faith.
James says He will show us his faith by his works.
