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FIVE signs that you are being
overtaken by unbeliel

1. Annoyance: We become annoyed with godly
counsel and the Word of God begins to
sound like cliché.

Anger: We become angry with those who love us and hold us accountable.

Apathy: We become apathetic towards our spiritual life as well as life in the church.
Avoidance: We begin to avoid fellowship.

Apostasy: We become apostate or backslidden. At this point we are either under
church discipline or we leave on our own.
