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28 "The rest of the people, the priests, the Levites,
the gatekeepers, the singers, the temple
servants, and all who have

their wives, their sons, their daughters, all who
have knowledge and understanding, 29 join with
their brothers, their nobles, and
that was given
by Moses the servant of God, and to observe and
do all the commandments of the Lord our Lord and
his rules and his statutes.
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30 We will not give our daughters to the peoples
of the land or take their daughters for our sons.
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31 And if the peoples of the land bring in goods or
any grain on the Sabbath day to sell,

And we will forego the crops of the seventh
year and the exaction of every debt.
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Therefore let no one pass
judgment on you in questions of food and drink, or
with regard to a festival or a new moon or a
Sabbath. 17 These are a shadow of the things to
come, but the substance belongs to Christ.

One person esteems one day as
better than another, while another esteems all days
alike. Each one should be fully convinced in his own
mind.




And Jesus said to his
disciples, “Truly, | say to you, only with difficulty will
a rich person enter the kingdom of heaven.

| tell you, it is easier for a camel to go through the
eye of a needle than for a rich person to enter the

kingdom of God."
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32"We also take on ourselves the obligation to give
yearly a third part of a shekel for the service of the
house of our God: 33 for the showbread, the regular
grain offering, the regular burnt offering, the
Sabbaths, the new moons, the appointed feasts, the
holy things, and the sin offerings to make
atonement for Israel, and for all the work of the
house of our God.
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34 We, the priests, the Levites, and the people, have
likewise cast lots for the wood offering, to bring it
into the house of our God, according to our fathers'

houses, at times appointed, year by year, to burn on

the altar of the Lord our God, as it is written in the
Law.

storehouse. 37 For the people of Israel and the sons
of Levi shall bring the contribution of grain, wine,
and oil to the chambers, where the vessels of the
sanctuary are, as well as the priests who minister,

and the gatekeepers and the singers.
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When the disciples heard
this, they were greatly astonished, saying, “Who
then can be saved?” 26 But Jesus looked at them and
said, "With man this is impossible, but with God all
things are possible.”

“Do not think that | have come to
abolish the Law or the Prophets; | have not come to
abolish them but to fulfill them.
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“Behold, the days are
coming, declares the Lord, when | will make a new
covenant with the house of Israel and the house of
Judah, not like the covenant that | made with their
fathers on the day when | took them by the hand to
bring them out of the land of Egypt, my covenant
that they broke, though | was their husband,
declares the Lord.
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Jeremiah 21:3217-324: But this is the covenant that |
will make with the house of Israel after those days,
declares the Lord: 1 will put my law within
them, and 1 will write it on their hearts. And |
will be their God, and they shall be my
people. And no longer shall each one teach his
neighbor and each his brother, saying, ‘Know the
Lord,’ for they shall all know me, from the least of
them to the greatest, declares the Lord. For I wvill
forgive their iniquity, and | will remember
their sin no more.”
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
